In the plenary discussion
session, you can learn about how clinical trials can make
a difference in the fight against breast cancer   You can
also learn from leaders in the breast cancer field about
racial and ethnic difference in breast cancer; how
analyzing genes will help us refine breast cancer
detection and treatment; how we can improve on
mammography; how collaborative research is generating
new approaches for treating breast cancer and
improving access to care; and the latest breakthroughs
being made by BCRP researchers. The Community
Research Collaboration Session on March 10 will
give people interested in developing community
collaboration research projects a chance to exchange
ideas and share strategies.
